And therefore, if
a man write little, he had need have a great
memory; if he confer little,he had need have a
present wit: and if he read little, he had need have

much cunning, to seem to know, that he doth not.

If satistical records were available on the subject,
however,| doubt whether it would be found that
absent mindedness is common. It is the efficiency
rather than the inefficiency of human memory that

compels my wonder.
